Minutes

Call to Order

President Jeff Schoening called the meeting to order at approximately 6 p.m.

Roll Call of Officers/Trustees

Present: President Jeff Schoening, Secretary Mark Ohrenschall, Treasurer Dan Puetz Sr., Trustees Lee Jones, Jimmy Bucher, Roger Brown and John Clements. JPMGC members Travis Jones, Walt Dickhoff and David Foreman were also present

Excused: Vice President Kyle Johnson, Tournament Director Jason Hart and Trustees Nick Cail, Reed Johnson and Mark Persinger.

Minutes

Minutes of the Sept. 13, 2017 board meeting were unanimously approved.
Election of New Trustees

Walt Dickhoff was unanimously elected a new trustee, for an odd-year term, as was David Foreman, for an even-year term.
Treasurer’s Report

"I think it's good news," said Dan Puetz Sr. of the Nov. 8 treasurer's report, which shows a $4,240.11 balance as of Nov. 6. Projected upcoming expenses through year's end total around $2,500, for the Turkey Shoot, match-play payouts, 2018 annual meeting preparation and miscellaneous. He also noted JPMGC membership is at 233.
Tournament Director's Report

Jeff Schoening presented the tournament director's report.
He noted 2017 club membership is 6 more than in 2016 and 39 more than in 2015.

The 2018 JPMGC tournament schedule will closely resemble 2017, in terms of dates.
He reported matches remain to be played in all three 2017 match-play competitions (gross, net and two-man), which puts them "not on schedule." A three-person group of Roger Brown, Dan Puetz Sr. and Reed Johnson, working with Jason Hart, will produce guidelines and rules for match-play scheduling.
President's Report

With both Jefferson Park and Legion Memorial golf courses facing extensive course-renovation projects in 2018, Schoening raised the idea of guest membership to allow members of other men's clubs to play in JPMGC events. 
The board unanimously approved a charge of $45/year for such memberships, open to members of other Washington men's clubs, and with targeted marketing to Jefferson and Legion members.

Schoening said Washington State Golf Association is raising its annual fees by $5 per club member in 2018. As essentially a pass-through measure, the board voted unanimously to raise JPMGC annual fees for regular membership to $80 in 2018, up from $75 in 2017.
Lee Jones suggested the club adopt proposed U.S. Golf Association rules changes, as local rules. The board will take up this issue in early 2018.

Vice President Kyle Johnson has resigned, Schoening said, praising him as "a real rock" on the board and in the club. The club will need a new vice president, among whose planned duties will be heading the membership committee--which Puetz Sr. called "a really important part of the club" in welcoming new members and keeping them involved.
A membership handbook is in development, with a goal of being ready by the 2018 annual meeting in January.
Schoening and Jones noted the good work of JPMGC tree-limbing parties in 2017.

The City of Seattle Parks and Recreation Department has a new head of municipal golf, Peggy Tosdal, Schoening reported. She could be invited to an upcoming JPMGC board meeting; Burke Shethar of the Jefferson Park men's club is also trying to arrange a meeting with her and representatives of other city men's clubs.

New Business

Plans were discussed for the annual meeting Jan. 20, 2018, including the election of officers and trustees. A nominating committee of John Clements, Roger Brown and one other club member will present a slate of officers for consideration.
The event will also include 9 holes of golf at Jackson Park, a dinner at Elliot Bay Brewing Co. in Lake City, and a raffle for which several JPMGC board members will seek and gather items
